Today is a casual dress day, beginning with the Sanctioned Conformation Class open to EJRTC Registered dogs only, followed by the Agility Classes (non-sanctioned) Steeple Chase Racing and Puissance. 

All dogs participating in the racing events MUST be muzzled.  Losing a

Muzzle during the race will automatically disqualify the dog.  Muzzles

ensure the safety of all dogs participating.  There will be no exceptions.

Agility Classes

This event will go in the order of Agility, Agility On-Lead, Agility Off-Lead, Jumpers On-Lead, and Jumpers Off-Lead

Steeple Chase Racing 

These events will go in the order of: Dog Pups 6 to 12 months, Female Pups 6 to 12 months, Dogs over 1 year, Females over 1 year, Veteran Male and Female (over6 years of age), Race of Champions (all champion racers from other trials are eligible)

Puissance

High Jump, non-sanctioned

DIVISION G – REGULAR CONFORMATION CLASSES:

45. Male Puppies – 6 to 9 months (up to 9 months)

46. Male Puppies – 9 to 12 months (up to 12 months)

47. Junior Male – 1 year to 2 years (up to 2 years)

DIVISION H – AGILITY

OPEN TO ALL JACK RUSSELL TERRIERS
60. AGILITY – Non-sanctioned – Open to all Jack Russell Terriers. Terriers On-Lead    may NOT cross-enter into Off-Lead Classes

61. AGILITY ON-LEAD - This class is for the true beginner with the intent of providing a pleasant experience on basic agility equipment.  Handlers who drag their terriers around will be faulted.  Course to include ramps, tunnels, and various hurdles.  Stand, sit or down permitted on table. (Although this class is for beginner terriers, you need to have prior exposure to agility equipment)
62. AGILITY OFF-LEAD – Course to include ramps, tunnels, various hurdles and seesaw.  Terrier must sit or down on the table.  Five points deduction for standing on table.
63. JUMPERS ON-LEAD – Course consists of jumps and tunnels.  No contact obstacles are used.
64. JUMPERS OFF-LEAD – Course consists of jumps and tunnels.  No contact obstacles are used.

DIVISION K – PUISSANCE (High Jump) 

OPEN TO ALL JACK RUSSELL TERRIERS
Open to all JRT’s 1-year and over.  Jump starts at 12” and is raised 2” after each round.  Terriers chase lure over jump (One at a time, off-lead, in an enclosed area) Elimination from round when bar is knocked down; or 2 refusals; or touches (springs from) jump.

83. Puissance – 10” up to 12”  

84. Puissance – 12 1/2” up to 15”
